3. In Acts 4:32-35 Luke’s describes life in the early Church.  

(a) Describe how that church maintained its communal life (5 Marks).

(b) Describes the roles that Barnabas, Ananias and Sapphira played in the story.

(c) Suppose your local church chooses to adopt the practice of that church in Acts, and approach you for advice.  What measures would you recommend the church to put in place to ensure smooth running of the congregation?  (7Marks).

4. (a) Outline any five challenges facing the Corinthians that Paul addresses in his first letter to them. (5 marks)

(b) In the recent past, Kenyan media has shown many incidences of troubled marriages, divorce, domestic violence, infidelity, etc.  From your study of New Testament Survey, state and explain five biblical teachings that would give guidelines to a good marriage and family. (10 marks)

5. “You foolish Galatians, who has bewitched you? It was before your eyes that Jesus Christ was publicly portrayed as crucified.  Did you receive the Spirit by works of the law or by your hearing with faith?  Are you so foolish? Having begun by the spirit, are you trying to attain your goal by human effort?” Galatians 3:1-3
(a) Explain the context that leads Paul to refer to the Galatians as foolish. (5 marks)

(b) Explain any five ways in which people today attempt to reach their goal of attaining righteousness before God through human effort. (10 marks)

6. (a) Explain the role of the following literary genres in the book of Revelation giving specific examples:

i) Apocalypsis (3 Marks)

ii) Epistles (3 Marks)

iii) Prophecy (3 Marks)

(b) Imagine that you are the pastor of a Church in Eastleigh, Nairobi that has started a congregation in Kisimayu, Somalia.  The Christians there are facing hostilities from two fronts; The Al-Shabaab threatens to kill Somalis who profess Christian faith on the one hand.  On the other hand, traditional Somalis are uncomfortable and threaten to disown anyone in the family that would embrace Christian faith.
